5. Minutes of the previous Meeting: 

The minutes of the previous meeting held 5th January 2021 were approved and signed. 
6. Matters Arising:

Bus Shelter – Mrs Clarke has donated a chest of drawers to keep the books in, the Clerk to do a thank you  letter.  The books are being used and swapped by people in the village.      
VE Day celebrations –The Clerk has nearly distributed all of the mugs
Email address for the Parish Council – Agenda had replied with costings for the change of email address giving 3 options but the Council members all felt this was too much money to spend.  The Clerk to contact ERYC to see if the page can be moved to them with an email address attached. 
Defibrillator Pads – the pads at Lelley have been replaced 

Mr Rookes has installed the light above the Elstronwick Defibrillator and will do Lelley as soon as he is able. 

7. Highways:
a. Bridleway Bridge – ERYC had sent an email saying they were doing other jobs in March and the bridge would be the priority in April/May as soon as they were available.  

b. HGV Signs, Lelley – the request for HGV signs at the road end near the Pub have been approved and will get installed in the next financial year

8. Correspondence:

a) Withernwick Wind Farm – the small grants fund is open for applications 
b) Face to Face meetings - it is still ERYC preferred method to use online meetings wherever possible and this is in place until 7th May 2021.  A face to face Parish meeting will have to be held before the 1st June 2021 unless the rules get extended 
c) Code of Conduct Training – this is now on ERYC website for viewing 

d) Avian Influenza Prevention Zone – posters had been received to say this is in place for all England to have chickens, turkeys ducks and geese inside during the influenza outbreak  

e) Main Street Lelley – A letter has been received from ERYC to say the vegetation on both sides of the road was encroaching onto the highway and obstructing signs so they were not clearly visible to road users.  They were going to write to the landowners requesting they cut back the vegetation as soon as possible 

f) Humberside Police & Crime Commissioner – the newsletter had been received

g) Domestic Abuse – A poster had been received on where to get help

h) East Riding Volunteer Befrienders  - A poster had been received on becoming a volunteer befriender  
9. Planning:
a. Lelley Conservation Area – Fell 1 No. Pine tree (T1) due to included union in main stem and damage to the drive and bay window, Fell 3 No. Leylandii Tress (TG1) and 1 no. Laurel Tree (T2), The Elms, Main Street, Lelley, Mr Adrian Parker. ERYC Approved
b. Lelley Conservation Area – Crown reduce 1 no. Beech Tree (T1) by 3 metres in height and side reduced by 2 metres, Crown clean 1 no. Oak tree (T2) to remove epicormic growth, Side reduce 1 no. Sycamore tree (T3) by 3 metres back towards fence, Woodlands, Main Street, Lelley. Mr Malcolm Scott. ERYC Approved
c. Installation of doors and windows to front and rear of existing storage building. Land to the west of Beckside Villas, Back Lane, Danthorpe, Mr & Mrs Sam Swyer. ERYC Approved 
d. Variation of condition 8 (parking), condition 11 (drainage) and condition 16 (approved plans) of planning permission 18/02804/PLF– Change of use from redundant agricultural building to form new holiday accommodation units. Lelley Dyke Farm, Humbleton Road, Lelley. Mr Charlie Knapton. ERYC Approved 
e. Erection of a dwelling following removal of existing storage building. Land to the West of Beckside Villas, Back Lane, Danthorpe. Mr & Mrs Sam Swyer. The Council members strongly approve this application and if the planning officers feel different it needs to go to the full planning committee. 

f. Erection of two storey extension to side, with single storey orangery to front (retrospective) and construction of dormer windows to front and rear. (Amended Plans and Description). Rosedene, Back Lane, Danthorpe, Mr Ryan Moorey. The Council members approved this application 

g. Lelley Conservation Area – Crown lift 2 no. Ash trees (T1 & T2) and 1 no. Sycamore tree (T5) to 6 metres above ground level; Crown lift 1 no. Willow tree (T6) to 5 metres above ground level; Fell 1 no Ash tree (T3).  Lelley House, Main Street, Lelley. Mrs Katrina Campbell.  The Council members approved this application
