6. Matters Arising:

Email and website for the Parish Council –ERYC are moving all their Parish Councils over to a new server and then will add new ones to it, this will take approximately 8 weeks to move the old ones then begin the new ones. 
30 mph signs – this has been reported to ERYC, it had also been suggested to get some big signs for agricultural vehicles during the summer, a discussion took place but it was felt because of the size of the vehicle is was people’s perception of speed rather than speeding through the small roads of the village. 

7. Highways:
There are lots of large rocks appearing round the village with a telegraph pole on the roadsides.  The Clerk to report all these to ERYC
Light at Mr Quarmby’s – this is vey bright and blinds you as you drive down Southfield Road. Clerk to report this to Highways 

Bottom of Whites Close Lane – there is a lot of loose gravel again as the repairs ERYC have done has come out again. Clerk to report to ERYC

Drainage channels – Clerk to write to ERYC asking if the drainage channels near Elstronwick Hall could be dug out as lots of water stands there and can be dangerous when icy
