5. Minutes of the previous Meeting: 

The minutes of the previous meeting held 1st September 2020 were approved and signed. 
6. Matters Arising:

Overgrown Hedges – Mrs Pennington had spoken to Mr Buckton and he had said he could do it, it was agreed to write a letter to Mrs Longley asking if the hedge could be cut back. 
Bus Shelter – It was agreed to just leave a few books in the bus shelter over winter and review it again at the January meeting.   
VE Day celebrations –The Clerk will distribute them as soon as it is safe due to Covid-19 regulations.   

SLCC pay Update – Mr Barker declared an Interest. Mr Burstall proposed and Mr Rookes Seconded the Clerks salary be increased to £166.00 per meeting for 2020 – 2021 in line with the current SLCC guidelines. 

Email address for the Parish Council – The Clerk is still waiting for a reply from ERYC regarding if we can have a gov.uk address.  
7. Highways:
a. Bridleway Bridge –ERYC had replied saying that they were hoping to start building the bridge in the workshop shortly and were awaiting the steel beams from the fabricators once galvanised, once this had been completed they could schedule a slot into the bridge programme of works. . 

b. Corner at Lelley Grange – Cllr Birch has had a response from ERYC to say they had done all they could with regards to the corner.  He would advise continuing to report any damage to the hedge to the Council and where possible create a log with evidence of problems. 
c. Pot Holes – There is a large pot hole outside The Ridings, Danthorpe. 

d. Honeypots Lane – There are some large cracks appearing near Yew Tree Farm & The Chestnuts 
8. Correspondence:

a) Estimate of rough sleepers – this is happening on the 12th November, the Clerk asked Councillors to repot to her of any rough sleepers in the villages on the night of the 12th. 
b) Code of Conduct training – There is some Code of Conduct training on the 9th December via Zoom for Parish Councillors – The Clerk to send details of email addresses so they can join. 

c) Covid–19 – A new poster had been received regarding the Stay at home guidance and various correspondence relating to the situation 

d) Face to Face meetings- it is still ERYC preferred method to use online meetings wherever possible to stop people meeting but if face to face meetings have to happen these must be done in a covid safe way and social distancing and hand hygiene must be adhered to. 

e) Six Month Rule – The Councillors were reminded that if they did not attend for six months with no reason for non attendance being recorded they would cease to be a Councillor 

f) Rural Gigabit Voucher Scheme – correspondence had been received regarding the scheme

g) Clothing / Textile Bank – A letter had ben received asking if there was anywhere to place a textile bank for recycling clothes from a company in Beverley
