4. Declaration of Pecuniary and Non Pecuniary Interests:

5. Minutes of the previous Meeting: 

The minutes of the previous meeting held 3rd March 2020 were approved and signed. 
6. Matters Arising:

Millennium seats – Mrs Nicholson has washed both the seats in Elstronwick & Danthorpe  
Overgrown Hedges – The Clerk has not heard anything else, to chase up  
Code of Conduct – The Clerk to drop Mr Burstall his declaration to sign
Bus Shelter – the bus shelter has been power washed, the paint has also run out so we are just waiting for some more to become in stock to finish it.  
VE Day celebrations – Unfortunately due to Covid-19 all celebrations had to be cancelled.  The mugs have been ordered and are waiting for businesses to go back to be distributed. 
7. Highways:
a. Bridleway Bridge – The bridge across the beck near St Lawrence Church has been deemed unsafe for use as a public bridleway by ERYC and has been shut. They have written to say that they have erected some temporary barriers to prevent use as the main timbers are rotten and is unsafe for use by horse and riders. This will not be a quick repair as they have to secure some funding, speak to the adjacent land owners and need to design a new bridge. The Clerk to write to ask for some signage to be placed at Danthorpe end so no horses get down to the bridge then have to turn around and come back as there is no way out. 
b. Newfield Lane – ERYC had written to say they had inspected the corner at Lelley Grange and feel that the best option would be to amend the existing signage to highlight the hazards to the drivers.  It was felt that traffic lights would be a better option, the Clerk to write to say this. 
8. Correspondence:

a) There had been one crime in February of theft of handbag from vehicle Main Street, Lelley.  

b) ERYC had responded to the Clerks question regarding hare Coursing and this is a summary only offence and not recorded as a crime within our reports

c) East Riding Community Response Hub – Briefing Note for Town and Parish Councils has been received 
d) East Riding of Yorkshire Community Tree Planting Fund = information on this fund had been received

e) Covid-19 Coronavirus – various information had been received throughout the pandemic and the Clerk has arranged delivery of the ERYC yellow cards to all residents in the villages.  It has also been agreed that Parish Councils can have online meetings via Zoom during this pandemic and to postpone AGM’s until it is safe to do so, in the meantime the current elections stand until 7th May 2021

f) Holderness Health – during the pandemic there will only be two surgeries open for appointments and collection of prescriptions.  They are also thinking about forming a joint forum with Parish Councils if anyone is interested in being involved  

g) Planning applications during the pandemic – it has been agreed during this pandemic that applications can be sent via email to the Parish Councillors for comment by the Clerk and then they can respond with the Councils views

h) Town and Parish Council Charter – the documentation has been received and is available on the Councils website 

i) Jackson Handling – if we need any PPE supplies they are able to supply it for us
j) Community Safety Priorities – this questionnaire had been received from Humberside Police and was completed

Removal of Condition 2 (date of removal of cabin) of planning permission 15/00130/PLF as varied by 19/00587/VAR (change of use from equestrian yard and 2 existing agricultural buildings to commercial equestrian use, erection of stable block, creation of round pen and siting of temporary equestrian workers dwelling) to allow cabin to remain for a further 18 months.  Broadbrooke Lodge, Southfield Lane, Elstronwick. Adam Brooke and Angela Broadley. The Council Members had no objections
