5. Minutes of the previous Meeting: 

The minutes of the previous meeting held 3rd September 2019 were approved and signed. 
6. Matters Arising:

Defibrillator – Graham Stuart came on the 4th October to have a photograph with the Parish Councillors and the defibrillator purchased from CADEY.  The rearranged date for the defibrillator training is Saturday 23rd November at 1.30 pm.  The Clerk to do the leaflets

Smell in the village – We have been told by one of the residents that Yorkshire Water have said that there will be no more tipped in the village . 
Footpath – the question had been asked about paying for the grass to be cut but it was agreed that this is between the landowner and the person cutting the grass and the Parish Council cannot fund this as then it would set a president to have each footpath cut.  Again it was stated that only a small width need to be cut for the footpath not the whole of the beck side. 
Millennium seats – Mr Shimmon has tried to clean the plaque on the Danthorpe seat but unfortunately it is lacquered and the dirt has got behind it, Mrs Nicholson has not had time to wash them yet.  Mr Shimmon said the seat at Lelley has a small crack in it, it was agreed to keep an eye on it to see if it gets any worse. 
7. Highways:
Overgrown Hedges – The Clerk had asked ERYC to send letters regarding the overgrown hedges in each village.  It was noted the hedge at the end of Middle Lane is very overgrown.  The Clerk to check if these have been sent.   
Kerb at Lelley Grange – it has been agreed to double kerb the corner before April 2020. 
8. Correspondence:

a) There had been one crime in September of Theft of power tools stolen from vehicle, Main Street Lelley and one in October of Theft of Mobile Phone, Southfield Road Elstronwick and no antisocial behaviour in our villages. 

b) YORSwitch Scheme – there are various meetings regarding the scheme around the area, the closest being Tuesday 12th November at Hedon
c) Review of Polling Districts, Polling Places and Polling Stations – Elstronwick is not changing and is keeping the existing boundary and station

e) Six month antisocial behaviour statistics for Mid Holderness had been received 

f) Notification of change to Electoral Roll – these had been received 

g) East Riding of Yorkshire Council Code of Conduct Revision – the new code was adopted by the Parish Council tonight. The Clerk will do a new form for everyone to sign at the next meeting 

h) DOWNRIGHT Special – the information had been received telling the Parish Council what the charity does. 
9. Planning:
a. Lelley Conservation Area; Fell Larch (t1) due to previous fungal growths at base; reduce crown of Copper Beech (T2) by approximately 4.0m and sides drawn in to give good shape, reducing parts up to 3.0m; Crown clean Pine (T3) to remove major deadwood and damaged branches; and pollard Willow (T6) due to overall size, tree to be reduced in height to approximately 6.0m. Woodlands, Main Street, Lelley, Mr Malcolm Scott. ERYC No Objections 

b. Lelley Conservation Area; Fell Ash (T4) and Sycamore (T5) due to the trees growing together and causing interference with the adjacent highway. Woodlands, Main Street, Lelley, Mr Malcolm Scott. ERYC No Objections

c. Erection of a farrowing unit, Boarcross Limited, Breamar Hill Farm, Fieldend Lane, Elstronwick. Boarcross Ltd. No Objections 

d. Erection of a gilt unit, Boarcross Limited, Breamar Hill Farm, Fieldend Lane, Elstronwick. Boarcross Ltd. No Objections

e. Installation of Arqiva smart metering equipment comprising the erection of a streetworks pole with 1no. 1.5m omni at 13.15m high, 1no. GPS antenna at 12.3m high, 1no. 3G omni antenna at 11.6m high and associated wall mounted equipment enclosure and power supply. Telephone exchange, Main Road Burton Pidsea.  Arqiva Ltd.  The Council members had no objections 

f. Erection of a dwelling following demolition of existing storage building. Land to the west of Beckside Villas, Back Lane, Danthorpe. Mr & Mrs Sam Swyer. Appeal Dismissed 

g. Erection of a detached storage Building. Southfields, Southfield Lane, Elstronwick. Dr R Blackbourn.  This application is on the Internet but not come through on the planning portal yet, The Parish Council recommended this should be approved when it comes through.
