Village Walkabout – the village walkabout had taken place in July, various items had been brought up – repaint the Parish Notice Board in Elsternwick, Mrs Nicholson said this had been done, Cut back verges and overgrown vegetation along middle Lane, Refix the horse riding sign outside Hawthorne House. These would be done by the village taskforce.  The following items would be referred onto the appropriate department within the Council – Enforcement – Vegetation overgrowing from private property at The Elms, Various items in front of Northfield Cottages,  Public Rights of Way – Missing sign from Burstwick Footpath No. 2, Highways – Pothole near Lelleyfield House, Pothole near junction with Honeypots Lane, Request to reinstate grips along Back Lane to alleviate road flooding, 30mph repeater signs to be replaced throughout the villages, poles opposite The Ridings to be reinstated if necessary

There is a fallen tree on Honeypots Lane towards Elstronwick House, The Clerk to inform highways about this.
