The discussion took place regarding the Kings Coronation then the members of the public left. 

4. Declaration of Pecuniary and Non Pecuniary Interests:

5. Minutes of the previous Meeting: 

The minutes of the previous meeting held on 10th January 2023 were approved and signed. 
6. Matters Arising:

Rubbish bin, The Clerk had contacted ERYC for prices for different size bins but there is only one size and price for the bins that they will supply and maintain.  The Clerk has applied for wind farm funding from Burton Pidsea for the Lelley Bin and Withernwick for the replacement bus shelter bin and the new one for the bridge near Church.  

Noticeboard – Mr Shimmon was not at the meeting to update this item. 
The Clerk had delivered the Jubilee Tree Saplings around the villages. She had also bought some bee friendly seed shakers to be planted around each of the three villages around the name plate signs.  
Minute Book – The Clerk had contacted SLCC and we can have a lever arch folder as long as all the pages are numbered, this was agreed.   

Mr Burstall proposed and Mr Rookes seconded the Clerks salary to be increased to £184.45 every two months to be backdated to the 1st April 2022 in line with the recommendations. 

7. Highways:
Road Name Plates- damaged – these had been reported to ERYC 

There are some more damaged name plates – Honeypots Lane near Elstronwick House and Vickermans Lane. 
The road from The Stag towards Mill Road is very dangerous as you cannot pass safely due to the roadsides collapsing – The Clerk to report this to ERYC
8. Correspondence:

a. Withernwick Wind Farm – we have been awarded £610.00 for 2 Defibrillator batteries 

b. East Riding Community Governance review – this is on the ERYC website or consultation 

c. Domestic Violence Abuse Partnership - Posters had been received

d. Help for Households - leaflets had been received

e. Notice of Alternations to Electoral Roll – this had been received

f. The Kings Coronation Community Fund – this is open for Parish Councils to apply for funding from £100 - £500. The Clerk has applied for £500

h. Local Government Pay Claim 2022/23 – the NJC agreed from the 1st April 2022 the increase was £1925 on each scale point.  This is an 8.5% increase making it £184.45 a meeting.  Mr Burstall proposed and Mr Rookes seconded  - all agreed this to be backdated to the 1st April 2022 

i. Community Payback – the community payback scheme has now reopened after the Covid restrictions. It was suggested they could clean the rubbish up from the roadsides.

c. Lelley Conservation Area - Fell 5 no. Poplar trees (T1, T2, T3, T4 & T5) and 5 no. Willow trees (T6, T7, T8, T9 & T10) to reinstate pond area; Crown lift 1 no. group of trees (Group 1) by 4 metres over road side to allow safe passage for high sided vehicles. Capital House Main Street Lelley. Mr Matt Courtney. The Council members had no observations to make on this application.
