4. Minutes of the previous Meeting: 

The minutes of the previous meeting held on 1st November 2022 were approved and signed. 
5. Matters Arising:

Rubbish bin, Mr Harrison had come back to say their department do not control  the Street litter bins budget so could not provide one and the litter bin in Elstronwick Bus shelter although is regularly emptied by ERYC it was not supplied by them so they are unable to replace it.  It was agreed to get prices for different size bins from ERYC as the price we have been given seems to be for a big one.  

Noticeboard –Mr Shimmon is waiting for a price. 
The Clerk had collated the responses from the Jubilee Tree Saplings – 46 people had asked for a tree. Henley’s had suggested a wooded square post and tublet to go with them as there are dear around, these are 85p and 1.80 respectively. This was agreed.  

6. Highways:
Bottom of Whites Close Lane/Daisy Hill Road junction will be closed 18th January for 3 nights 19.00 – 06.00 
A letter had been received from Alan Gordan Freeman stating his concern after the road had been closed due to the amount of damage that had been caused to the verges and roadside from large HGV’s and increased road traffic.  The Clerk had already expressed concern as she had already had 2 calls whilst the road was shut saying traffic was cutting the verges up.  It was agreed to send this letter to ERYC and ask if someone can come out to look and repair if needed. 

There is a pot hole opposite Lelley Barns – these can be reported via ERYC website 
Salt Bin at Lelley – this has a large amount of rubbish in, the Clerk to ask for it to be removed and filled up.

Road Name Plate – there are a few damaged – the one near Hill Rise and Southfield Road, the Clerk to report them

a) Joanne Watson had clarified the Defibrillator battery query – if there is a green light on it still has some life in it, when the red light shows it will have 8 shocks left and will need replacing.  Even if the battery is passed its warranty it may still have enough life left to shock if the red light is not showing. 
b) Village taskforce Walkabout Satisfaction Survey – this was completed to say that all jobs were not done and the ones which were passed on never got done

c) Parish Council Vacancy – if any Councillor resigns between and May we cannot co-opt as it falls within the six month ruling for the next scheduled Elections on 4th May 2023

b. Lelley Conservation Area – Fell 1 no. Pine Tree due to its overwhelming size, proximity to road and to allow more light into garden/property. Mr Scott, Woodlands, Main Street, Lelley. ERYC - no objections 
c. Erection of single storey outbuilding to rear with raised deck to front and side (retrospective) Mr Paul Wilkinson, Poplar House, Humbleton Road, Lelley. The Council members had no observations to make on this application

It was suggested to ask if the playing field would like to join with the Parish Council to do a joint celebration of an afternoon tea, the Clerk would then do the leaflets for this event.
