3. Members of the Public invited to speak: 

There were five members of the public present.  Mr Craven asked about the situation on septic tanks and how it would affect the village, he had been in touch with the Council and had got some information saying if it was erected before 1983 the rules do not apply.  
Mrs Wetherill asked about the Millennium seats getting painted, the Council told her that there was no mention of them being painted we wanted to wash them with a scrubbing brush and soapy water to clean them.  She said she must have been given the wrong information and was happy for them to be cleaned.  Mr Shimmon said he would clean the plaque on the Danthorpe one. 

Mrs Ombler asked about the footpath down the beck side saying it had not been cut properly last time.  Mr Burstall agreed to write to Mr Moorey to get his consent to get the footpath cut as we cannot cut it without his consent. Mr Shimmon to ask a professional person how much it would be to cut the grass.  

Mrs Ombler also asked about the trees that had been given to the village.  The Clerk confirmed you had to have the Council permission to put them on the verge and had to have landowners permission to put them on their land.  They would also need looking after for a period of time and would need a guard and watering.  It was agreed it is the wrong time of the year to plant them now.

Village Walkabout – This took place and there are various overhanging trees and shrubbery in all villages that need cutting back,  Ruth had suggested the Parish Council writes to the owners to ask them to do it she was going to forward the report and paperwork to The Clerk. It was agreed for The Clerk to send this to Mr Burstall for him to look at before we write to the owners.
