10. Chairperson’s Report:
Mr Burstall said for many years the council has continued with the same people until two years ago when unfortunately Chris Martinson died and this year George Wright has decided to withdraw from the Council.  Mr Burstall thanked Mr Wright for all his work on the Council over many years. He then welcomed Miss Bone and Mr Rookes to the Council and thanked them for wanting to join.  He said the Council had been brought into the 21st century gradually by the Clerk due to planning applications going online and the website with the minutes and finance going on.  
The Parish Council had been successful in obtaining a wind farm grant for a Defibrillator at Lelley and is in the process of purchasing two more one for Elstronwick and one for Danthorpe.  

Each month we get a crime and anti-social behaviour report which has low numbers for this parish but over the ward is quite high.  Unfortunately this year we have had the first ever graffiti in the bus shelter and in the playing field.

We held a very successful event to commemorate 100 years from the 1st world war with a lovely service in Church, laying of wreath in Lelley then lighting the beacon in Elstronwick and ringing of the Church bells with a good attendance at each event.

Mr Burstall thanked the Councillors for their work in attending the meetings throughout the year as they do not get paid and finally thanked the Clerk for all her hard work and dedication through the year, which is invaluable to the Council and keeping everyone in order.   

11. Elstronwick & Danthorpe Playing Field Report:

Mr Barker said the playing field was doing very well and had had another successful year.  They have kindly donated money to purchase a new defibrillator from the proceeds of last years Party in the Barn, they are not holding another Party in the Barn this year. The playing field is well supported by the children of the village when events are put on.
