3. Members of the Public invited to speak: 

There were four members of the public present. After a long discussion it was agreed for Miss Bone to look into this to decide on the best way forward to maybe do a mural over it. 
Mrs Ombler said Mrs Kelly had been given some trees from the Roos Woodland Group to plant around the village.  The Clerk to contact Mrs Moore from the Woodland Group and see if there are any restrictions to planting requirements from ERYC. 

The millennium benches could do to be cleaned. Mr Kirk said the Danthorpe one should not be touched as it is done by the relatives who paid some money towards it.

7. Highways:
Kerb at Lelley Grange – ERYC have kerbed this but there is still concern as lorries are just running over it as they are so long now.  The Clerk to write to ERYC to see if they can double kerb it. 

The Ridings – there is a large hole at the corner of the road near The Ridings

Bottom of Whites Close Lane – There is an extremely large hole at the bottom of Whites Close Lane towards Breamer that needs urgent attention.  
Overgrown Trees – Mrs Wallace asked if this could be brought up on the village walkabout again as they will get dangerous in the winter 

The surface outside The Lodge is still damaged, it was agreed to rewrite to ERYC to see if they can resurface it.

b) There had unfortunately been graffiti tags placed in the bus shelter and playing field. This had been reported on the neighbourhood alert service
