5. Minutes of the previous Meeting: 

The minutes of the previous meeting held 18th May 2021 were approved and signed with a small amendment. 
6. Matters Arising:

Email address for the Parish Council –The Clerk had chased this up with ERYC who had passed it onto another department within the Council.

7. Highways:
a. Bridleway Bridge – The work to the bridge has been finished, it looks very nice and is very strong. The gate does not shut properly and the hedge at Buckton’s end is very overgrown, the Clerk to report this to ERYC
b. Junction of Whites Close Lane/Bownhill Road/Daisy Hill Road – the work on the actual corner is not going to take place as this is not part of the repairs only the bits which have been marked in yellow are going to be repaired.  It was agreed to ask ERYC to do this as soon as possible as it is getting very bad and is dangerous to motorbikes. 

c. Traffic Survey Whites Close Lane – the survey which was done has only scored 1 point therefore no more action is needed. 

8. Correspondence:

a) Face to Face meetings – An email had been received to say as we are holding face to face meetings to be mindful of members of the public attending and to make sure we hold the meetings in venues large enough to accommodate them. 
b) Do It for East Yorkshire Community Grant – this will open on the 1st June for Parish Councils or Community Groups to organise events to encourage residents particularly those who have been shielding back onto high streets to utilise arts, cultural and community facilities 
c) There had been theft of post from a private post box on Newfield Lane in June

d) Jacob Birch has been appointed as the Equalities, Diversity and Inclusivity Champion  for East Riding of Yorkshire Council

e) Jonathon Evison has been appointed the new Police & Crime Commissioner and has sent his newsletter on Say NO to Fraud campaign

f) Annual Town & Parish Council Planning Liaison meeting – there will be 2 meetings on the 22nd and 24th June via Zoom. The Clerk to send Mrs Pennington’s email to ERYC for an invite 

g) East Riding of Yorkshire Community Tree Planting Fund – this has been launched for 2021 for the purpose of creating new areas of native woodland

h) Police & Crime Plan consultation – the new plan for 2021 – 2024 will run until 11th July for views 

i) Rathlin Energy West Newton site – Cllr Birch has written a letter of objection to the new proposals 

j) Platinum Jubilee of Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II – this is taking place next year and there will be a 4 day bank holiday from the 2nd June to the 5th June at which time beacons will be lie and street parties held.  It was agreed the Parish Council to arrange something for our Village, everyone to think about this for future meetings

a. Lelley Conservation Area – Fell 1 no. Spruce Tree (T1) due to damage to wall and danger to raod users on blind bend.  Fell 1 no. Sycamore Tree (T2) due to proximity and risk of damage to neighbouring property.  Fell 1 no. Norway Maple (T3) due to outgrowing area.  Fell 1 no. Ash Tree (T4) self set tree of low value. Fell 1 no. Ash Tree (T5) self set tree.   Routledge Garth, Main Street, Lelley. Simon Abbotts. ERYC No Objections. 
b. Erection of a single storey flat roof extension to rear. Breamar House, Fieldend Lane, Elstronwick. Thomas. ERYC Approved.
c. Erection of a general purpose agricultural storage building. Lelley Croft, Whites Close Lane, Lelley. Mrs Foster. ERYC Approved. 

d. Erection of stable clock and construction of associated access track and hardstanding. Elstronwick Cottage, Vickermans Lane, Elstronwick. Mr Baker.  The Parish Council had no objections as long as Highways were happy with the new access onto the road

e. Lelley Conservation Area – Fell 1 no. Willow tree (T1) due to each stem becoming over elongated and weak with 1 no. limb currently resting on the stables and causing damage. Fell 1 no. Sycamore tree (T2) due to tree being a poor specimen and one stem resting on a shipping container, Fell 1 no. Spruce tree (T3) due to close proximity to the property causing major concern of structural damage.  Cheshire Trafford UK Limited, Capital House, Main Street, Lelley. Mr Courtney. The Parish Council had no objections but would recommend the trees are replaced with new ones.
