
Minutes of the Elstronwick Parish Council

Meeting Held on 3rd September 2019 at The Methodist Chapel, Elsternwick 7.15 pm

3. Members of the Public invited to speak: 

There were ten members of the public present.  Mr Craven said they had come about the human waste smell in the village and the effect if was having on the residents. Mrs Naperski’s brother Ted then spoke to say they are concerned about the pharmaceutical items the waste has in it and the longer term effects this will have on the residents of the village.  Mr Good then said there had been further research done due to the level of pathogens and bacteria in the waste.  After a long discussion it was agreed Ted would compose a synopsis of what they wanted the Parish Council to find out and send it to us for the Parish Council to then write to ERYC for the information.  Everyone then left the meeting except three members of the public.

5. Minutes of the previous Meeting: 

The minutes of the previous meeting held 15th July 2019 were approved and signed. 
6. Matters Arising:

Defibrillator –Trudi has sent a letter to say the defibrillator is being installed on her house this week.  She had also arranged the training with Bob and confirmed the dates with Mary Jane who arranged for the publicity to be done.  Unfortunately on the day it was supposed to be held Trudi sent an email saying it had been cancelled due to two members of the village not being available.  Mary Jane did not know anything about this until she got home from work then had to try to ring and sort it out, it was agreed this was not acceptable as the two people were not Parish Councillors and there had been about 20 people show an interest and book on. It was agreed for Mary Jane to get in touch with Bob again and arrange one date on a night for the training. We also need to arrange for the Defibrillators to have weekly and monthly inspections. The Clerk to devise a form to use for each one. Graham Stuart also wants to come on the 4th October to have a photograph with the Parish Councillors and the defibrillator purchased from CADEY.  The Clerk to arrange this for 9.00am so everyone can go to work afterwards. 
Footpath – the landowners have now agreed for this to be cut and have arranged for this to be done themselves. 

Millennium seats – Mr Shimmon has tried to clean the plaque on the Danthorpe seat but unfortunately it is lacquered and the dirt has got behind it, he has one more product to try before he will be unable to do anything else with it. 

Village Walkabout – Ruth had sent the report of everything that needed doing in the village and the report for the overgrown hedges and stones on grass verges.  It was felt the letter should come from ERYC rather than the Parish Council to each resident. The Clerk to inform Ruth of this. 
VE Day – Rev Walker has agreed to do the service at 3.00pm on the Sunday at St Lawrence Church, Elsternwick 

7. Highways:
Kerb at Lelley Grange – Mr Barker has spoken to Mr Weaver from Highways and they are going to double kerb it in this financial year.  It was agreed to write to ERYC to suggest traffic lights be installed to enable the size of the lorries which are now using the road to safely manoeuvre round the corner.  
8. Correspondence:

a) Mrs Mary Wallace had sent her letter of resignation as she left the village yesterday to move to her new home. The Clerk to thank her for all she has done for the Council over the years. Mr Simon Abbots has shown an interest from Lelley, he needs to write to the Clerk with his details for consideration at the next meeting. 

b) There had been no crimes in July or August and no antisocial behaviour in our villages. Mr Shimmon said he had reported a crime the Clerk to check. 
c) Various correspondence regarding the human waste had been received and passed onto Mr Burstall for him to compile the letter when the information from Ted is received. 
d) New Bridleway at Breamar – the horse signs at Breamar are no in the wrong place, Mr Burstall has written to highways to request these are moved to a more suitable location. 
e) ERYC have asked for the Councillors email addresses so they can send out a quarterly newsletter, everyone who had an email address agreed to this.

f) Meet the Crime Commissioner – meetings are being held around the area to meet the Crime Commissioner the nearest is Patrington Village Hall on 3rd October at 7.00 pm 

g) Standards Committee – there is a vacancy on the committee for anyone who wanted to stand. 

h) Ottringham Harvest Festival – a letter of invitation had been received for the Parish Council 

i) Community Led Housing – the latest proposals are available on the website 

j) Keyingham Scouts – Mr Shimmon asked again if there was any funding available to the Scouts as there are a few from Lelley who go,.  It was felt the Parish Council could not give any assistance towards this, the Clerk to let them know. 

k) Dog fowling signs – the signs had been received with instructions on where they can and cannot be placed. Mr Shimmon took some for Lelley and Mrs Nicholson some for Elstronwick and Danthorpe. 
9. Planning:
a. Lelley Conservation Area; Fell Larch (t1) due to previous fungal growths at base; reduce crown of Copper Beech (T2) by approximately 4.0m an dsides drawn in to give good shape, reducing parts up to 3.0m; Crown clean Pine (T3) to remove major deadwood and damaged branches; and pollard Willow (T6) due to overall size, tree to be reduced in height to approximately 6.0m. Woodlands, Main Street, Lelley, Mr Malcolm Scott.  The Parish Council had no objections but recommended a deciduous tee is planted to replace those which are being felled. 
b. Lelley Conservation Area; Fell Ash (T4) and Sycamore (T5) due to the trees growing together and causing interference with the adjacent highway. Woodlands, Main Street, Lelley, Mr Malcolm Scott.  The Parish Council had no objections but recommended a deciduous tee is planted to replace those which are being felled.
