8. Chairperson’s Report:
Mr Burstall said it seemed like last year did not exist and was a very odd year due to the Covid-19 pandemic with its trials and tribulations  Organising meetings proved difficult having to be moved online due to technical issues and broadband problems. Mr Brustall applauded all the Councillors for being involved with the zoom meetings but is much more happier now they can take place face to face again. 

There has not been a lot happening over the last two years but we have had the usual planning applications coming through for us to look at.  Mr Swyer’s application has at last been approved for him to build his house on the site of the old Warehouse.  This Parish Council has always supported this application but East Riding of Yorkshire Council have always opposed it, I am very pleased it has now been passed. 

Mr Burstall thanked the Councillors for all their support to him as Chairman overe the last 20 plus years and for their work in attending the meetings throughout the year as they do not get paid and finally thanked the Clerk for all her hard work and dedication through the year, which is invaluable to the Council and keeping everyone in order.   

Mr Rookes thanked Mr Burstall for everything he has done towards the Parish Council over the many years he has been on it. 

9. Elstronwick & Danthorpe Playing Field Report:

Mrs Pennington said that all communications where via whats app at the moment due to the covid-19 pandemic.  The marquee has been put up in the playing field for the AGM tomorrow.  She reported that financially the playing field was doing ok with about £11,000.00 in the bank at the moment.  She reported that the Playing Field where looking to change the constitution to make it more for village use rather than the Playing Field.  Mr Burstall said that any proposed alterations would need to be put to the public and approval of 75% would need to be gained and the Parish Council would have to approve them as they are the Land Trustees of the Playing field before any ratification could take place.  The Council members agreed all the money that has been raised specifically for the Playing Field would have to be used for that purpose but money going forward could be for village things if this is how it is advertised.
