3. Members of the Public invited to speak: 

There was one member of the public present.  Mr Good said as Lelley now had a defibrillator was it possible for Elstronwick to have one and the Playing Field will donate some money from Party in the Barn towards the cost of it.  Mr & Mrs Laws and Mr Wright had said it could go on their shed walls.  The Clerk said she had been in touch with Mr Stuart but as we did not know where it could be placed with electricity he could not do anything until we had at least half the cost of the machine and a source of electric.  The Clerk to get back in touch now we know more information. The wind farm applications will also be open to put another application in for another defibrillator. It was also suggested we have one in Danthorpe as well.

5. Minutes of the previous Meeting: 

The minutes of the previous meeting held 4th September 2018 were approved and signed. 
6. Matters Arising:

a. Wind Farm Application – Mrs Nicholson said the Defibrillator had been bought and was in place at The Stags Head Inn, Lelley.  She needs to do an end of grant report to send to ERYC.  The training took place at The  Stag and quite a lot of people came.  Chris from The Stag has agreed to be the Guardian of the machine and will check it weekly. It was agreed the records will need to be kept by the Parish Council. The Clerk to liaise with them about this. 
b. Notice Board –Mrs Nicholson said she had not had time to deal with this. The Clerk to see MR West and arrange for it to be done. 

c. Battle’s Over A Nation’s Tribute – The Clerk has got the wreaths for remembrance Sunday and will bring them to the various places. All Parish Councillors were asked if they were attending the events on Sunday. Mr Shimmon said he would be in Bridlington. 
7. Highways:
a. Bus Fire outside The Lodge, The Clerk has had a response to say it is not necessary to repair the road where the bus caught fire. 
b. Standing water – The Clerk has had no response from ERYC about this. 

8. Correspondence:

c) Variation of Condition 27 (Approved plans) to vary turbine details (as advised by 18/40153/NONMAT) of planning permission – Erection of 9 no. wind turbines, substation and construction of vehicular access and ancillary works (Re-submission), Energiekontor UK Limited, Withernwick Wind Farm, Energiekontor UK Ltd. The Parish Council has no observations to make on this application.
